, 2015, the L’Oréal Board of Directors reached the following decisions 

concerning the remuneration of L'Oréal's Chairman and Chief Executive Officer, Mr Jean-Paul Agon, 
based on a proposal from the Human Resources and Remuneration Committee: 
 
Remuneration for the 2014 financial year 
Following a review based on the performance evaluation criteria detailed on page 70 of the 2013 
Registration Document, the variable part of Mr Jean-Paul Agon's annual remuneration for 2014 was set 
at 1,760,000 euros, representing 80% of the maximum of 2,200,000 euros. 
 
Remuneration for the 2015 financial year 
The Board of Directors decided to maintain the fixed part of Mr Jean-Paul Agon's remuneration at its 
current level of 2,200,000 euros and to continue to cap annual variable remuneration at 100% of fixed 
remuneration, i.e. 2,200,000 euros. The Board retained the same financial criteria and partially modified 
the extra-financial criteria for performance evaluation. They will be detailed in the 2014 Registration 
Document.
